Within the initiatives organized by the Consilium Conferentiarum Episcoporum Europae (CCEE) for the celebration of the European Meeting of University Professors (Rome - June 21-24, 2007), the Italian Geographical Society (www.societageografica.it) promotes and organizes the Conference “Migration and Citizenship: the role of the metropolis in the European Union process of enlargement” (Rome - June 22, 2007). The Italian Geographical Society, besides hosting the Conference, will publish the proceedings of the Conference, possibly by the year 2007.
